ABOUT THE UTAH AIDS FOUNDATION
The Utah AIDS Foundation was started in 1985 by a group of volunteers. Eventually it expanded to serve people across the state, and today, a full staff of employees support volunteers who provide services to a broad range of clients. Our mission is to empower people living in the Intermountain region who are affected by or living with HIV/AIDS, to live healthier and more fulfilling lives.. Some of the programs and services we offer are:

Clint Services
Utah AIDS Foundation assists clients in planning, coordinating, and accessing support services such as housing, food, medical care, supportive, and social services. Our food bank provides an on-site food pantry that clients and their families can access once a week, and the meal delivery program provides hot meals seven days a week to clients who are unable to prepare meals themselves or have special nutritional needs. 


Other client programs include support groups, transportation assistance, and the Seasons Giving program, which provides clients with Meal Baskets and a Wish List (cards are hung on our Christmas tree with client’s needs and the public adopts a card to fill those desires).

Outreach & Education

Specific outreach programs address the prevention needs of at-risk populations. They include The Village, a program which targets men who have sex with men (MSM), Hermanos de Luna y Sol, a program that targets Hispanic MSM, tweaker.com, a website targeting MSM and crystal methamphetamine users, and the speaker’s bureau, which provides presentations regarding general HIV/AIDS information.

HIV antibody testing & testing for other sexually-transmitted infections are available every Monday evening at the Utah AIDS Foundation from 5:00pm to 7:00p by walk-in and Fridays 10:00 am to 1:30 pm by appointment.
